Allegany County Public Transit-Bus Challenge
100 points
1) Use the Allegany County Transit System (Gold Line) to go to Martin’s or the Mall and to make the return trip.

Example trip plan:  3:05 get on the bus at Food Lion.  Stop at Martin’s for some organic fruit and veggies with a cloth bag.  Rent a good movie at Blockbuster.  Pop in at the Chinese buffet for an egg roll.  Get back on the Gold Line at 4:20.
2) Get a bus schedule from the driver and ask him to sign it with the date and time.  Hand this in as proof.
3) Get a receipt from a purchase you made at one of the stores.  Hand this in as proof.
4) Write a reaction statement about your successes and struggles.  Why is using the public bus a good idea?  Other opinions?  Might you use the bus again? (healthy essay)
5) Staple the signed schedule, the receipt, and the essay together and hand in.

TIP:  Use the map outside Mr. Kozikowski’s door to determine the schedule and to find the phone number.  It is best to first consult the schedule and to then call the transit office the day before (or a few hours in advance) to confirm that your roundtrip plan will work.

TIP:  If you take the 3:05 bus from Food Lion, you can go directly after school.  You can then return on the 4:20 bus to Food Lion.  Then Mr. Mazer’s “After-School” Bus runs down the Creek and up to Mount Savage at 5pm (Mon, Tue, Th)

TIP:  The bus cost is $2 for each direction ($4.00 round trip, must have singles).  If this causes excessive financial strain, let Mr. K know and he will use the environmental science fund to aid you.
TIP: Go with a friend.  Have fun!
