One Page Summary for Objective 1: Curriculum and Instruction, Criteria 1: Environmental Issue Instruction

	Activity or Project

	2nd grade
	Studied native species of butterflies, life histories and then planted a garden to provide shelter and food.

	5th grade
	Field trip to Meredith Creek with Chesapeake Bay Foundation

	3rd grade
	Studied the importance of recycling. Set up bins at school for paper, cans, etc.  Also, worked with art teacher to make posters on recycling.

	5th grade
	Set up and maintained tanks for the grow out of submerged aquatic vegetation.  They monitor water quality in the tanks and recorded data on growth rates.

	5th grade
	Worked with DNR biologists to plant SAV in the Patuxent River

	1st grade
	Spent time at the school’s outdoor classroom and wrote and drew entries in their nature journals.

	4th grade
	Investigated the effects of weathering and erosion. Looked for examples on the school ground. Reported erosion problems and possible solutions to the principal and PTA.

	Kindergarten
	Read daily temperatures and recorded in logs.  Records are kept and shared with math and science classes.

	Ecology Club-all grades
	Collected and identified aquatic insects from a nearby stream and determine the overall health of the stream. Write proposal to the Chesapeake Bay Trust to fund a riparian tree planting.

	3rd grade
	Studied blue birds and learned about their preferred habitat. To encourage blue birds to nest on the school grounds, they built nest boxes and installed them. Then, worked with students from a nearby middle school to GPS each box and make a map of their placement.
